SYNOPSIS OF INCIDENT:

On January 9, 2013 at 1700 hours, the Bowie Police Department responded to the report of a 
strong arm robbery that had occurred earlier in the day; at approximately 1500 hours. Upon 
arrival, the victim reported that he had just exited his school bus and was walking towards a 
Metrobus stop in the 15000 block of Hall Road when two unknown males approached him. One 
of the suspects approached him from the front, while the other approached him from behind. 
One of the suspects then punched the victim in the stomach. The other suspect then reached into 
the victim’s pant pocket and took $13 in cash. Also taken was an MP3 player. Both suspects then 
fled the scene on foot in an unknown direction. The victim proceeded home after the incident and 
the police were contacted by the victim’s mother when she came home.
